Caribbean Women Count: The Ending Violence against Women and Girls Data Hub is a central repository of knowledge on the prevalence of the different 
forms of intimate partner violence (IPV) and non-partner sexual violence from five countries (Grenada, Guyana, Jamaica, Suriname and Trinidad and Tobago) 
and barriers to accessing services in CARICOM. Researchers, academics, policymakers, journalists and students now have a central repository of knowledge 
available to them in one place that provides information on the prevalence of violence against women; and the main associated factors, consequences, and 
barriers to accessing services.
